The period of civil wars that followed Julius Caesar’s death presents a special interest
from the viewpoint of triumvir relations with rulers, towns, communities, temple unions, and
some inhabitants of the Orient, namely of Asia Minor. Unlike Antony, who after his victory
over republicans went to the East and created a broad coalition of Asia Minor and Balkan tribe
heads, Octavian could not display patron-to-client wide connections. But before the civil war
with Antony the would-be princeps had some provincial public at his side.
